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Depth of study
Depth of study refers to approaching or studying something from the concrete to the abstract, from the familiar to the unfamiliar, and from the known to the unknown.  Depth requires students to examine topics by determining the facts, concepts, generalizations, principles, and theories related to them.  Depth necessitates uncovering more details and new knowledge related to a topic of study.  Thus, depth encourages students to adopt perspectives and to see pattern in connections.
